Fallback Formats

Unfortunately not all browsers understand all video and audio formats. To mitigate the problem, you

.can upload your file in different formats for maximum browser compatibility

:For example consider this embedded mp4 video

When you upload a video.webm and video.ogv next to the referenced video.mp4, DokuWiki will
.automatically add them as alternatives so that one of the three files is understood by your browser

Additionally DokuWiki supports a “poster” image which will be shown before the video has started.
That image needs to have the same filename as the video and be either a jpg or png file. In the
.example above a video. jpg file would work

Text Conversions

.DokuWiki can convert certain pre-defined characters or strings into images or other text or HTML

The text to image conversion is mainly done for smileys. And the text to HTML conversion is used for
.typography replacements, but can be configured to use other HTML as well

Text to Image Conversions

DokuWiki converts commonly used % emoticons to their graphical equivalents. Those % Smileys and
:other images can be configured and extended. Here is an overview of Smileys included in DokuWiki
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Text to HTML Conversions

Typography: DokuWiki can convert simple text characters to their typographically correct entities.
.Here is an example of recognized characters

Syntax Highlighting

dokuwiki can highlight sourcecode, which makes it easier to read. It uses the GeSHi Generic Syntax
Highlighter - so any language supported by GeSHi is supported. The syntax uses the same code and

RSS/ATOM Feed Aggregation

DokuWiki can integrate data from external XML feeds. For parsing the XML feeds, SimplePie is used.
All formats understood by SimplePie can be used in DokuWiki as well. You can influence the rendering
:by multiple additional space separated parameters

The refresh period defaults to 4 hours. Any value below 10 minutes will be treated as 10 minutes.
dokuwiki will generally try to supply a cached version of a page, obviously this is inappropriate when
the page contains dynamic external content. The parameter tells dokuwiki to re-render the page if it

.is more than refresh period since the page was last rendered

By default the feed will be sorted by date, newest items first. You can sort it by oldest first using the
.reverse parameter, or display the feed as is with nosort
